Canadian Forces Post Office
CFPO 5001 is the postal
address for the Canadian Con-
tingent. A three man staff,
commanded by Sergeant Bruce
Doak, receives and despatches
all mail for the contingent
from a small post office in
Blue Beret Camp. The other
members of the postal staff
are Corporals Don Wood, from
Comox and Dave Emery from

Winnipeg.
The post office usually
handles about six hundred

pieces of official and personal
mail each day. Airmail is re-
ceived daily by commercial
airline and is sorted immedia-
tely for pick up by the con-
tingent sub-units. Surface mail
arrives weekly on the service
flight from Canada, and out-
going surface mail is despatch-
ed on the same flight.

The busiest days for the
staff are Tuesdays and Wed-
nesdays. Most people leave
their parcels until the last mi-
nute and the post office is
invaded on Tuesday with mail
for the service flight On
Wednesday the postal staff
meets the incoming aircraft
and picks up the mail bags.
This mail includes the weekly
supply of Canadian newspapers
and magazines which are deli-
vered to the Welfare Office for
distribution.

At this time of the year the
staff is extremely busy with
parcels and cards which must
be posted mow to ensure de-
livery in Canada before Christ-
mas. The staff not only weigh
parcels, but also check to en-
sure they do not exceed the
size and weight limitations
imposed by the Canadian
Postal Authorities. The postal

staff will also suggest rewrap-
ping if the parcel appears fra-
gile and inadequately wrapped.

In addition to handling mail,
the post office provides all
the services of a Canadian
Post Office with the except-
ion of ‘“Cash On Delivery”
items. Postal money ordens
may be purchased from the
post office.

Canadian Forces Post Offi-
ce 5001 is responsible directly
to National Defence Head-
quarters on all postal matters.
However, the Postal Officer of
Canadian Forces Europe visits
the contingent every six
months to assist the staff re-
solve any problems they may
have with postal regulations.

Although a very small sub-
unit within the Canadian Con-
tingent, the post office plays
an important role in the life
of the soldier.
