The Irish Contingent of the
United Nations Force in Cy-
prus became operational at
1100 hours 22 April, and by
1600 hours it took over res-
ponsibility for the entire Fama-
gusta area on the eastern part
of the island.
The Irish Contingent con-

Situated across from the Ledra Pa-
lace is the empire of Capt Geoff
Kindle - the Unit Aid station, other-
wise known as the Cancon rest area.

Geoff’s able staff includes Sgt Gary

The station is a seven day infir-
mary pharmacy and laboratory and
specializes in cysts, lumps and bumps.
